Jeff Ryder from Harrogate topped proceedings with a pen of 
34 Texel lambs selling to Jim Hadwin of Kirkby Lonsdale at £42.00 a 
piece.  With mainly medium to long term keep lambs forward the 
better sorts were making around £40.  Longer term lambs were 
upwards of £30 with Mules & Mashams in demand being no more than 
a pound or two behind the Suff & Tex crosses.  Horned lambs met a 
promising trade and topped at £23.00.
